Simplified procedure Governing grant of pension and relief—rounding off to the next higher rupee.


The undersigned is directed by order of the Governor to state that in the tables furnished with the Govt. Orders issued from time to time sanctioning relief in pension, the amount of relief at different rates of pension have been rounded off. The Accountant-General, West Bengal has pointed out that the relief in pension is admissible not as per table but in accordance with the provision of para 2 of the relevant Govt. Orders sanctioning relief in pension and the amount of relief in pension cannot be rounded off in absence of any general order in this respect.

After careful consideration of the matter the Governor has been pleased to decide that the monthly rate of aggregate relief payable in a case will be expressed in whole-rupee. For this purpose, the fraction of a rupee will be rounded off to the next higher rupee as prescribed in the tables furnished with respective Govt. Orders.

The Governor has further been pleased to clarify that the total amount of pension payable (including basic pension, relief, ad-hoc increase, temporary increase etc.) will always be in whole-rupee.
