              Modification of rules. 

In terms of rule 62 of W.B.S.(DCRB)Rules,1971,period of service rendered for six months and above is treated as a completed six monthly period of service and service below six months is ignored. Government for sometime past was considering liberalization of the said rules. 

2. After careful consideration of the matter, the Governor is pleased to decide that a fraction of a year equal to three months and above shall be treated as a completed six monthly period of service and reckoned as qualifying service for determining retirement benefits and the period of service below three months will be ignored. 

3. The relevant rule in the West Bengal Services (Death-cum-Retirement Benefit) Rules, 1971 will be amended in due course.
