In exercise of the power conferred by the proviso to article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor has been pleased to make, with effect from the 1st January 1972, the following amendment in the West Bengal Service (Death-cum-Retirement Benefit) Rules, 1971, as subsequently amended (hereinafter referred to as the said rules), namely :-

Amendment

         For clause (c) of rule 96 of the said rules, substitute the following clause, namely :-

“(c) Where the amount of temporary increase as admissible under the rules and 


      orders of this Government is greater than what would be admissible under


      the rules of the other Government which share a part of the expenditure on 


      account of the basic pension of the pensioner, the amount of temporary 


      increase to the extent admissible to the pensioner on his total basic pension


      under the rules and orders of the other Government shall be divided between 


      the other Government and this Government in the same proportion at the  


      at the basic pension and that part of the temporary increase which exceeds    

                 the amount so divided shall be charged only this Government;”.
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
