It is hereby intimated to all Administrative Departments and Controlling Authorities that Vote-on-Account Budget of the State Government for the first four months of 2006-2007 has been in the State Legislature. Copies of West Bengal Appropriation (Vote-on-Account) Act,2006 have been forwarded to them under Financen (Budget) Department Memo. No.4299-F.B. dated the 31st March,2006.

The Administrative Departments / Controlling Authorities may now make allotment of fund relating to Non-Plan expenditure for the first four months (for April, May and June, 2005) of the financial year  2006-2007 upto 33% of the whole year’s budget provision subject to the amount provided under Vote- on- Account.

Within the power delegated   under delegation of Financial Power Rules, 1977 as amended from time to time or by virtue of the power delegated in specific cases, the Administrative Departments and Controlling Authorities may sanction expenditure out of the Non-Plan allotment of Fund except in the following cases:


i) 31-Grants-in-aid-02 Other Grants ii) 33- Subsidies iii) 55 – Loans & Advances iv) 56 – Repayment of Loans v) Finance Commission’s Grants vi) New Schemes and vii) Continuing Schemes in which there are deviations from the existing norms as approved by the Finance Department.

The Administrative Departments / Controlling Authorities may now make allotment of fund relating to State Plan expenditure for the first four months (for April, May and June, 2005) of the financial year  2006-2007 upto 33% of the whole year’s budget provision subject to the amount provided under Vote- on- Account and also sanction expenditure except in the following cases for which concurrence from the Finance Department will have to be obtained:


i) New Schemes ii) Continuing Schemes in which there are deviations from the existing norms as approved by the Finance Department iii) Schemes relating to the EAP,RIDF, 12th FC, NCDC, REC, R&B, APDRP, BEUP, AIBP, BADP, HADPACA under Article 275(I),TSP, RSVY, NPAG, NEGAP, GLB, One time ACA and NURM iv) 55 – Loans & Advances v) State Share of Centrally Sponsored Schemes or any other Scheme for which Central assistance is available.

 All proposals for release of fund for centrally Sponsored and Central Sector Schemes will have to be referred to the Finance Department for concurrence.

6.
All Departments should immediately issue orders for allotment to their subordinate offices. It may be noted that subject to the provision contained at para 2 of Finance Department Memo No. 2620 –F dated 31.03.2006, no bill will be passed by the Treasury / Pay & Accounts Office without an allotment order. The Treasuries/ Pay & Accounts Offices have been advised accordingly.
